	 3D work can weigh no more than 20lbs
	 Jewelry must be submitted ready to display
	 2D work must be *framed/wired (ready to hang) *wrapped canvas pieces are considered ready to hang 
	 Prefer pieces less than 60” inches H or W (small work is ideal for Valentines gifts)

Work accepted into the Love Songs exhibition is subject to reproduction(s) as it is tradition for Studios on the Park to 
thank their donors with a special reproduction of exceptional work from the February exhibition. Special 
reproductions are given to donors at the annual Sweet Art Fundraiser Luncheon. The 2012 luncheon is in honor of the 
Festival of the Arts Grand Marshall Dee Lacey and will feature Cuban cuisine, a live auction and lots and lots of art.
